Small Town Harbour Marken

The Marker museum (open from April to November) tells the story of the 

unique history of Marken, the colourful traditional costumes and the many 

utensils used in the past.

Discover the peninsula by strolling around and follow (a part of) a hike/bikeroute, 

before you enjoy the island atmosphere on one of the terraces.

Hire a bike at the parking, go to the lighthouse ‘The Marken Horse’ 

(not open to public) and enjoy the view on the lighthouse and the Markerlake.

Visit the Protestant church (open April to November) with a number of scale 

replicas of Zuiderzee ships on display.

Visit the clog factory and see how these wooden shoes are made. 
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5 highlights of Marken

The former island of Marken (nowadays about 1800 inhabitants) was connect-

ed by a dike to the mainland in 1957. The authentic island atmosphere of the 

old days still prevails on Marken with its small alleys, drawbridges and closely 

built houses, sitting atop of mounds to protect them from �oods. Not only 

does its traditional costume make Marken a colourful peninsula; white painted 

window frames contrast beautifully with the green and black wooden houses 

and the typical Dutch skies. Marken is everything you would expect from 

Old-Holland. Please respect the peninsula and the privacy of its inhabitants.
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
